X1 declares China’s reuvenation unstoppable at Parade

China on Wednesday for the
first time displayed a range of
new weapons at a massive
military parade, which includ-
ed laser weapons, nuclear bal-
listic missiles, giant underwa-
ter drones, besides fifth-gener-
ation aircraft, flaunting its mil-
itary might.

One much-talked-about
new weapon, displayed at the
People’s Liberation Army (PLA)
parade to commemorate the
80th anniversary of China’s
victory against Japanese
aggression in World War I,
was the giant LY-1 laser
weapon. The laser weapon,
mounted on top of an eight-
wheeled HZ-155 armoured
truck, can effectively damage
the optical sensors of enemy
weapons and equipment.

Chinese defence analysts
say itwill truly change the rules

of maritime warfare. Laser
warfare was regarded as the
new military domain. India last
month successfully test-fired
an integrated air defence
weapon system (IADWS), espe-
cially the high-power laser-
based Directed-Energy
Weapons system, which
invited praise from a
Chinese military expert
who said it should be
considered as a “significant
advancement”.

Also, China for the first time
displayed a new type of DF-5C
liquid-fuelled intercontinen-
tal strategic nuclear missiles.
State-run GlobalTimes report-
ed that the missile has an
estimated range of more than
20,000 kms and has advan-
tages in defence penetration
and precision. It can cover
the entire globe under its
strike range, an expert was
quoted as saying. Also, the
PLA’s first air-launched nuclear

A Sri Lankan court here on

The Customs
wanted tests to be done to
verify if the engine power of
the EVs had been falsified in
the import documents to
gain an undue tariff advan-
tage.This was the second lot

The occasion
marked the public debut of
the HQ-20 and HQ-22A anti-
aircraft missile systems and
the HQ-29 exoatmospheric
missile interception system.

Wang Yanan, chief editor of
Aerospace Knowledge maga-
zine, said that in addition to
conventional ballistic mis-
siles, the HQ-19 can defend
against hypersonic glide
vehicle weapons that boast
extremely fast speeds and
supreme agility.

As a cutting-edge strike
hardware, the hypersonic
glide vehicle weapon is virtu-
ally impossible to intercept
by previous air-defence mis-
siles and poses a significant
threat to high-value assets,
Wang claimed.

The largest surface-to-air
missile system China has ever
shown, the HQ-29
is likely a mid-course intercep-
tor designed to engage
threats outside the
Earth’s atmosphere.

THAILAND'S
RULING PARTY
SEEKS ELECTION

Thailand, which has been
under a caretaker Government
since last week, saw compet-
ing efforts to resolve its polit-
ical crisis on Wednesday, as
the country’s main opposi-
tion party agreed to support its
rival to be the next prime
minister while the party in
power said it wants a new
election.

The Pheu Thai party, which
heads the caretaker
Government, announced it
was asking the country’s king
to dissolve Parliament and
call a new poll instead of
having the current House of
Representatives vote for a
new prime minister.

No date has yet been set for
avote in Parliament, nor was
it clear if the king would
endorse dissolution.

The Constitutional Court
last week dismissed
Paetongtarn Shinawatra as
prime minister for breaching
ethics laws in a phone call with
Cambodia’s Senate President
Hun Sen about tensions over
competing claims along their
border, which erupted into a
deadly five-day armed conflict
in July.

King Maha Vajiralongkorn
alone is empowered to dis-
solve Parliament. However,
the Council of State, which
advises the Government on
legal matters, suggested that
a caretaker prime minister
cannot call for dissolution
unless a vote for a new prime
minister reaches a deadlock.

The opposition People’s
Party, the biggest party in
Parliament, announced
Wednesday morning that its
lawmakers would vote to
appoint Anutin Charnvirakul,
leader of the Bhumijaithai party,
as the next prime minister.

People’s Party leader
Natthaphong Ruengpanyawut
said that the Pheu Thai party had
failed to govern effectively in its
twoyears in power. However, its
supportis contingent on condi-
tions specified in an agreement
signed by Anutin, including that
the prospective new
Government must dissolve the
House of Representatives within
four months and call a
general election. An Anutin-led
Governmentwould also commit
to organizing a referendum on
constitutional amendments to
allow the drafting of a new
constitution by an elected con-
stituentassembly. The People’s
Party has long sought changes
in the constitution — which
was imposed during a military
Government— to make itmore
democratic.
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
